iii. Whatever track official is standing in turn 4 doing line-ups needs to check gear to make sure that a driver has all safety precautions necessary AND a tech inspection sticker before entering the track

1. We need to make sure to ask if there are any new drivers to the track and explain the entrances, exits, and where the tech pad is 
2. Explain flags and outlaw restarts, or ensure the flagger explains it
