c. Bylaws 
i. Article I, Section 3: Registered Office
1. Change “5330 Grass Valley Road” to “8025 Jungo Rd” 
ii. Article II, Section 1: Annual Meetings
1. Change to, “Annual meetings of the members for the election of directors and for such other business as may be stated in the notice of the meeting, or as may properly come before the meeting, shall be held within the State of Nevada, at such place, and on such date and at such time as the Board of Directors shall determine each year by resolution, and as set forth in the notice of the meeting. If the date of the annual meeting falls on a legal holiday, the meeting shall be held on such other date as the Board of Directors may determine.”
iii. Article II, Section 3: Voting
1. Change “Certificate of Incorporation” to “Articles of Organization” because that is what we file with the Nevada Secretary of State being an LLC
2. Delete, “... or by proxy, but no proxy shall be voted after three years from its date unless such proxy provides for a longer period.” 
iv. Article II, Section 6: Notice of Meetings
1. Change the whole section to, “Written or electronic notice, stating the place, date, and time of the meeting and the general nature of the business to be considered, shall be given to each member entitled to vote. Such notice may be delivered by electronic mail, text message, social media communication, telephone call, or other electronic means, using the most recent contact information on record with the corporation, not less than ten (10) nor more than fifty (50) days before the date of the meeting.”
v. Article II, Section 7: Business Transacted
1. Change “unanimous consent” to “majority vote” 
vi. Article IV, Section 4: President
1. Add, “The President shall serve as an ex-officio member of the Board of Directors and shall not vote except in the event of a tie, in which case the President shall cast the deciding vote.”
vii. Article IX, Section 1: Notice
1. Change the whole section to, “Whenever any notice is required by these Bylaws to be given, personal notice shall not be required unless expressly stated. Any notice so required shall be deemed sufficient if delivered by United States mail, electronic mail, text message, social media communication, telephone call, or other electronic or written means, using the most recent contact information on record with the corporation. Such notice shall be deemed given on the date of mailing, transmission, or communication. Members not entitled to vote shall not be entitled to receive notice of any meetings, except as otherwise provided by statute.”
viii. Article X, Section 1: Amendments: 
1. Change to, “These Bylaws may be altered, amended, or repealed, and new bylaws adopted, only at an annual meeting of the members or at a special meeting of the members called for that purpose, provided that notice of the proposed amendment is included in the notice of such meeting. Only members in good standing and entitled to vote shall have the right to propose, vote on, or approve amendments to these Bylaws. Adoption of any amendment shall require the affirmative vote of a majority of the members entitled to vote thereat.”
